Yet, the heart of his
story is the network of shore
based companions. The HAM
network created an extensive
array of friends around the
world. The significance of the
network became essential to
his survival. One of the touch-
ing moments was when the
HAM operator in Perth, Aus-
tralia warned his South African
counterpart not to get too
close- it will hurt when they
leave.

The Curve of Time by M.
Wylie Blanchet. About 170 pp,
out of print, $10 in

used book stores.

This is THE classic book about
cruising the BC coast from
Sidney to Knight Inlet and all
points between. Blanchet made
repeated trips with her five
young children and dog aboard
their extremely basic 25 foot
power boat each summer to
remote Indian villages, plus
Princess Louisa through Skoo-
kumchuk and all the rapids,
with visits to the "hermit" of
Desolation Sound and other
coastal characters.
